Annual General Meeting Minutes

1. Call to order, by Jim Sayre, VP

2. Approval of the agenda m/s/c (Richard/Madelaine)

3. Approval of the minutes of 2003 m/s/c (Ruth McGinn, Jim Shewchuck)

4. President’s report: Jim Sayre presented VCN guiding principles, program achievements, technical developments, special volunteer involvement, staff complement, and funders. Jim mentioned, in a “look to the future,” some issues that VCN may be facing in the coming year, including issues around privacy, big business intrusion in Internet life, and implications of –for example – the U.S. Patriot Act. In questions from the members the issue of intellectual property was also discussed and the concern that funders may control our ability to provide access. Report was m/s/c (Richard, Ruth).

5. Auditor’s report: Ruth T presented the audited year end for 2003/2004 financial statements as approved by the board of directors. m/s/c (Ruth/Jim)

6. Appointment of an auditor: That Tompkins, Wozny, Miller, & Co., be appointed as the auditor for the coming year. m/s/c (Ruth, Maddie)

7. Member business: questions about BCYK-Tech.net (Peter Royce elaborated), question about members on committees (Jim indicated we encourage member participation on committees, would publicize them on the web), role of “blogs” in publicizing VCN (Richard has a blog and offered to cross-link with members’ blogs and link to the VCN more frequently).

8. Nominations: Prior to opening the floor to nominations, Jim called for recognition of several recent board members, including Amali, Ruth, and Jonn, who were stepping down this year. A general round of applause from the floor was received. After final calls for nomination from the floor, a slate of Directors was presented by the board for the meeting to appoint. m/s/c that the board slate of Directors be approved as presented. (Pedro/Penny) Penny suggested we endeavour to maintain gender balance on committees (board is predominantly male).
